MacDougall, head coach of
the UNB Reds men’s hockey
team, has done his best to develop
GRIT (guts, resilience, initiative,
tenacity) on the smooth ice of
the Aitken University Centre.

His pursuit of passion and
perseverance has paid off. Over the
past two decades, MacDougall has
propelled the UNB Reds to seven
national university championships.
He is arguably one of the winningest
coaches in Canadian university
hockey history. He is the all-time
Atlantic conference leader in total
wins; is in the top five for all-time

U SPORTS victories; and is third in
all-time Canadian men’s university
hockey national championships.
The Aitken Centre is festooned with
banners brought home by the team
MacDougall has coached since 1999.
But for MacDougall, coaching is about
much more than hockey dreams and
big wins. “My first teaching job was
in the mid-1980s in Norway House,
Manitoba,” says MacDougall. “I had
a picture of Terry Fox on the wall
and I’d written across it ‘enthusiasm
is contagious and catch the fever.’

I think that summarizes my goals.

It’s to bring positive energy and
make a difference with people.”

MacDougall has a national reputation
as a proven developer of players and
teams, and UNB is a major source of
hockey talent for the professional
ranks, including the NHL. Goalie
Rylan Parenteau was at his home in
Saskatoon, Sask., in 2017 when he was
contacted by the Reds. The two-time
Academic All-Canadian knew all about
UNB, MacDougall and the Reds. He
says that the hallmark of MacDougall’s
coaching is his unbridled enthusiasm.

“What’s his style? He is the most
enthusiastic coach I’ve ever had.
He is a great motivator for the
players, both in terms of the game
and of life. He wants the players to
do well in everything. The mental
game is as important to him as the
physical game. An important word
for him is grit and he applies that
to life, as well as to the game.”

MacDougall has been involved in
hockey since he was a kid in Bedeque,
PEL He says he was a rink rat, but even
then, he was developing a keen eye for
talent on the ice. MacDougall coached
and taught physical education out
west for 11 years before he got the top
job with the Reds. It was one of three

offers he was considering at the time,
and he knows he ultimately picked
the right one in coming to UNB.

“The first interview after I got the job
was with (sports reporter) Bill Hunt

at The Daily Gleaner, and I said to
him, ‘This is my NHL’ and it is still

my NHL,” says MacDougall. “The set
up at UNB is very professional -- the
arena, the university community is
highly supportive, both in terms of the
administration and the fan base here.
I can continue to grow here. IThave a
terrific coaching staff and we get great
people. I have always viewed itas a
once-in-a-lifetime opportunity and I
just continue to extend that lifetime.”

So, what about the next 20 years?
MacDougall doesn’t like to look too
far into the future, or at least not
beyond the current hockey season
and its promise of major victories.

“We came up with a theme -- just
getting started,” he says. “I think it’s
a great one for everybody to live by. It
doesn’t matter what you have done in
the past, and you have no control over
the future, so it’s what you’re going

to do today that matters. I think we
have a special group this year and a
special opportunity for our program.
Who knows what’s ahead this year?”

our UNB researchers are
F participating in Canada’s

largest dementia research
network. Chris McGibbon
(BScEng'88, PhD'94), Shelley
Doucet (BN'05, PhD'10), Alison
Luke (BA'92) and Sandra Magalhaes
will explore a wide range of
topics related to dementia; under
three main themes: prevention,
treatment and quality of life.

Last June, the Canadian Institutes
of Health Research announced
the second phase of funding

for the Canadian Consortium

on Neurodegeneration in Aging
(CCNA). The CCNA contains 19
teams of researchers from across
the country who are engaged in
research on neurodegenerative
diseases, such as dementia.

Members of the research teams
will test a variety of therapies
and lifestyle changes to better
understand how dementia could
be prevented and managed.

McGibbon, professor of kinesiology
at UNB Fredericton, is co-leading
one of the teams with Pamela Jarrett

(BSc'87), a geriatrician from Horizon
Health Network in Saint John and
associate professor of medicine at
Dalhousie University. This team is
working on creating a community-
based program for seniors at risk of
memory problems that might benefit
from various lifestyle interventions.

“Alzheimer’s disease and dementia
can have significant impacts on
individuals,” says McGibbon. “While
certain risk factors, such as age

and genetics, can’t be modified,
other risk factors, such as inactivity
and inadequate nutrition, can.”

Objectives for the study are to
identify barriers and enablers to
participation in future programs;
evaluate methods for identifying,
recruiting and retaining seniors
at risk of Alzheimer’s disease and
related dementia in a community
observational cohort; and identify
high risk communities in New
Brunswick. Magalhaes, a research
associate at UNB Fredericton, and
Bryn Robinson (C-FR'02, BA'03,
PhD'10) and Linda Yetman from

Horizon Health Network in Saint John

are also leading parts of the project.

“Through our study, we
hope to be able to engage
with communities across
New Brunswick,” says
Doucet. “Our overall goal
is to improve the dementia
diagnostic process and
post-diagnostic support
for those affected

by this disease.” ©

hat is, until Punctuation was struck and

killed by a ship in summer 2019. Adding

to the tragedy, she was one of 10 who
died last summer in a species whose population
has been decimated to fewer than 400.

Now, two UNB alumni have taken up the
charge to raise awareness for Punctuation.

Photojournalist Nick Hawkins (BSc'10) and
freelance writer Tom Cheney (BA'10) have had
web features in the high-profile Smithsonian
and National Geographic, in an effort to sound
the alarm. The writer-photographer team are
the only non-researchers to hold a ‘species at
risk’ permit from the department of fisheries
and oceans that allows them to approach and
document the North Atlantic right whale.

Both the Smithsonian article, published in
October 2018, and the National Geographic
article, published in July 2019, help to educate
readers on the species and the dangers it faces

in its feeding ground of the Gulf of St. Lawrence.

The biggest risks to the species is being caught
in fishing nets and/or struck by ships.

After birthing their calves off the coasts of
Georgia and Florida, right whales swim north
in search of their food source, copepods (a type
of zooplankton). Formerly, that feeding ground
was in the Bay of Fundy in New Brunswick

and Nova Scotia, but with climate change, the

copepods have moved further north to the
busier Gulf of St. Lawrence. After the deaths of 17
right whales in 2017 along the eastern seaboard
(12 in Canadian waters and five in US waters),

a number twice as high as in the previous five
years, governments began to respond, with
efforts that include closing some fishing zones,
rerouting ships and imposing speed limits. Other
strategies include fishing ropes with reduced
breaking strength that allow whales to break
free, and innovative new ropeless traps (the new
style of trap has yet to see widespread adoption).

Further steps were taken this summer after the
six new deaths, including widening the slowdown
zones to include more areas and vessel classes,
and a sevenfold increase in aerial surveillance.

In both articles, Cheney and Hawkins provide
readers with a sense of being at the scene. In the
first article, Cheney’s brings the reader along
with him as he describes peering out of a twin
otter plan down at a cluster of whales. In the
second, he captures scientists in a moment of
contemplation after hearing of the passing of
yet another whale: “A group of six researchers
sits down together on a sandbank, silent and
dejected. One researcher sits alone down

the beach, her face buried in her palms. The
tragedy of 2017 seems to be repeating itself.” )

mily Ruskovich (MA'09) has
E won the International Dublin

Literary Award, the world’s
largest literary prize awarded to a
single novel, for her debut novel,
Idaho. The prize is worth €100,000
(approx. $145,500 CA) and has
previously been awarded to such
notable writers as Nobel laureate,
Orhan Pamuk. Ruskovich’s novel
was selected from a list of 141 books,
which were nominated by libraries in
115 cities from 41 countries. Idaho was
nominated by a public library branch
in Bruges, Belgium.

On receiving the call that she had
won the prestigious prize, Ruskovich
told The Guardian, “I didn’t speak

at first, then I reacted with great

joy, but then I also felt really

uncertain. I couldn’t really believe
it had happened. It was just a quiet
little moment in the grass with my
baby and my life was completely
changed.”

Idaho, published in 2017 by Random
House, tells the haunting and
mysterious story of a young couple,
Jenny and Wade, who purchase a
piece of wooded land in the Northern
Idaho mountains. As the years pass,
the couple has two children, May
and June. Winters in the mountains
are isolated, lonely and less than
ideal. Then something happens that
changes their lives forever.

Ruskovich’s short stories have
appeared in various publications,
including Zoetrope, One Story and
the Virginia Quarterly Review. She is

also the winner of the 2015 O. Henry
Prize and currently teaches creative
writing in the master of fine arts
programme at Boise State University.

“As a graduate student in creative
writing at UNB, I felt like I was

part of a very encouraging literary
community,” said Ruskovich. “What
impressed me most was the close
attention my work received from my
professors who consistently met with
me one-on-one to give thorough
and honest critiques of my writing.
It was an experience I don’t think
Iwill have again to quite the same
degree. The personal relationships

I developed there were inspiring
and meaningful.”

wame Dawes (PhD’92) was
K recognized for his poetry
with the Windham Campbell
Prize, valued at $165,000 US (approx.
$218,000 CA). Dawe’s “visceral,
memorable, and urgent lyricism
results in a poetry of compassion,
moral seriousness, and depth
that resonates across continents.
Heis a daring ventriloquist with
a polymathetic intelligence, and
his expansive body of work shows
lyric mastery, narrative force, and a
profound sense of the historical and
geographic roots of poetry.” (source:

On receiving the award, Dawes said
that, “it was a surprise to me, and a
pleasant one, especially because it
honors poetry. It is gratifying because

I have little doubt
about the impact that this award will
have on my career as a writer.”

Born in Ghana and raised in
Jamaica, Dawes is the author of

20 books of poetry, including
Wisteria and Progeny of Air; and
many books of fiction and non-
fiction. He is “profoundly influenced
by the aesthetic, intellectual,

and political traditions of the
Afro-Caribbean diaspora.”

For his works, Dawes has received
numerous other awards and
accolades, including a Guggenheim
Fellowship, the Musgrave Medal,

a Pushcart Prize, and the Forward
Prize in Poetry.

He is currently a Chancellor's
Professor of English at the University
of Nebraska-Lincoln.

Dawes came to UNB in 1987 to

pursue his PhD in English after
graduating from the University of
West Indies in Jamaica and winning
a Commonwealth Scholarship to
study English in Canada. He says that
he was able to advance his work as

a creative writer in New Brunswick
because of the rich literary

tradition at UNB. &

is a born New
He Brunswicker

who grew
up on Fredericton’s north
side, but Paul Mazerolle
(BA'89) is bringing a little
Aussie influence to his
new role as president and
vice-chancellor of his
alma mater, the University
of New Brunswick.

Mazerolle has returned to

New Brunswick 30 years
after he graduated from
UNB with a bachelor of arts
degree in sociology, and

he has come back with an
ambitious vision for the

university as a key player
in the economic, social
and cultural life of the
province and of Canada.

“Universities exist to
change the world,” says
Mazerolle. “We need to
deliver that social dividend
using our knowledge, our
research, our ingenuity,
and the achievements

of our students to

make a difference.”

He says he is impressed with
the changes at UNB since

he left New Brunswick, first
to study and work in the
United States and then to



-
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Queensland, Australia, in 2000 where
he held various academic, research
and administrative positions.

Mazerolle says UNB needs to
do more celebrating about the
many achievements that have
put it on the world stage, and
that’s where his Australian
experience will come in handy.

“We have to tell our story, it’s a
very positive one,” he says. “It’s
not boasting, but celebrating
our great achievements.

! T
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As Canadians, we are very humble.
We should tell our story loud and
proud. I’'ve observed many Australian
universities doing that well and

we can embrace that approach.”

Mazerolle is the 19th UNB
president and the fifth alumnus
to serve in the role.

Mazerolle has many relatives
and friends in New Brunswick,
and he says that although he left
New Brunswick for a long time,
the province never left him.

“This is a special place,” he says.
“I'have a unique and privileged
opportunity to come back and try to
shape this institution so it continues
to deliver for the province and the
region in the years to come. That is a

great privilege and why I am proudly
UNB. This university has a huge
impact on the community. Think of
the social, economic and cultural
impact, and imagine if we didn’t
exist in Fredericton and Saint John.
What would New Brunswick be like?
What we deliver for the community
is extraordinary and inspiring. UNB
has a special responsibility to deliver
for the province of New Brunswick.”

Mazerolle’s experiences as a student
at UNB are varied, as he persevered
in order to find his passion. He
started off in business, followed
quickly by physical education, and
subsequently ended up in electrical
engineering. He remembers fondly
hunkering down in the basement of
the Harriet Irving Library trying to

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figure out graphics. He then turned
to science for a year before finally
choosing sociology and earning his
bachelor of arts degree in 1989.

With that foundation, he turned
his attention to criminology,
studying the subject in the
United States. In Australia, he
developed the criminology program
at the University of Queensland
before taking a leave of absence
to head up the research and
prevention division of the newly
created Queensland Crime and
Misconduct Commission which
investigates corruption and
organized crime in Queensland.

“It was an amazing experience
in terms of leadership and
engaging with the big challenges
in the community and the public
sector, be they public sector
corruption, police corruption,
models of fraud resistance in
organizations and crime. It was
a very formative experience.”

Following that, he returned to

the University of Queensland
before being head-hunted for a
position at Griffith University,

also in Queensland. It wasn’t long
before Griffith recognized his
administrative talents and put him
in charge of its centre for ethics,
law, justice and governance.

Mazerolle says a liberal arts
education holds a central place in the
university and in the working world.

“An arts-based education will
continue to be in demand, perhaps
more so in the future. People who can

write, people who can think, problem
solve, articulate and communicate
- those are valuable skills.”

“I am probably one of the few alumni
that have navigated a number of
different faculties at UNB. The
university enabled me to take
some time and find out where my
passion laid. So, I graduated with
a sociology major and became a
criminologist over time, but my
experiences in several different
areas of study probably made me a
better academic in the long run.”

Mazerolle says he is impressed
by UNB’s alumni community,
which he describes as essential
and a huge resource.

“Just the number of people who

went through this institution in the
last 235 years is quite extraordinary,
especially in terms of the impact

they have had on our community,
country and the world. Having

that history and that ongoing
commitment to excellence and giving
back is really strong,” he says.

“So, Iam looking forward to working
closely with the alumni association,
getting to know the different
chapters and meeting people

across the country and around the
world. I think they are part of the
composition of the UNB community
- they are an essential component.”

Mazerolle knows the university, like
all large post-secondary institutions,
has its challenges. They include
deferred maintenance issues, the
ongoing problems of student debt and
financing, and providing programs

that are relevant in changing times.
He also is committed to making
the university more inclusive

and accessible and increasingly
relevant for Indigenous students
and Indigenous communities.

“I want a university that is relevant
to all, not just some,” he says. “So,
the institutional commitment to
equity, diversity, inclusion and to
First Nations and reconciliation is
important, indeed fundamental.
The truth and reconciliation
process is a real priority for us and
we want to lead in that space.”

In terms of programs, Mazerolle is
open to new ideas such as micro-
credentials, which would allow
people who can’t devote years

to a degree to pick up specific
skills through tailored courses.

Mazerolle says he is a builder.

“Iwant to build UNB both in terms
of its student numbers, its faculty, in
terms of its physical and electronic
assets, in its reach and its impact
locally, provincially, regionally,
nationally and globally,” he says.

“We need to be examining our
programs, how we support people,
how we support innovation, how we
support students navigating their
pathway through university and into
the world of work. We also have to
examine our campuses in Saint John
and Fredericton and ensure that they
are vibrant campus communities well
placed to deliver for students, faculty
and staff and the wider community.
We owe that to New Brunswick.”

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or competitors at the
F Foshay International
equestrian event, the
sprawling field next to the St. John
River is perfect turf for a smooth
ride. But to New Brunswick’s
Stevenson family, it’s nothing
less than a field of dreams.

Located well off the beaten track
in Lower Jemseg, NB, the Foshay
International competition has just
wrapped up its second annual
Labour Day weekend event.
Horses, riders and an assortment
of jumps still dot the alluvial plain
that forms the grand arena and
offers the kind of soft yet secure
footing horses must dream about.

Bob Stevenson (BBA'66) is clearly
pleased as he surveys the scene.
It has been a successful weekend
— an estimated 3,000 people
visited the site; competitors
came from the United States and
Canada, and a team of more than
100 volunteers — many of them
UNB alumni — kept everything
running smoothly. The event
was supervised by top equestrian
officials from across Canada.

“It’s run under the auspices

of the Fédération Equestre
Internationale — this is an FEI
event,” says Stevenson. “There
are very strict rules and we
have to be very attentive to

those rules. There is only one other
event in Canada that provides the
same opportunity for these young
riders coming up through the levels
and it’s in Bromont, Quebec.

“So Foshay is a qualifying event.

It’s a good safe event, as safe as we
could make it. The jump builder (Jay
Hambly) is on the course building
team for the Tokyo Olympics.”

The competition has become an
important event for the entire
Stevenson family. Bob’s son, Rob
(BSc'99) is the driving force behind

the development of Foshay. He

is a cardiologist in Saint John, an
Olympic equestrian and a UNB
alumnus like his father and his
mother, Janet (BPE'63). The land
came from Janet’s late father,
D.C. (Chet) Campbell (BScEng'35),
a prominent businessman and
former chairman of the UNB Board
of Governors. He discovered and
fell in love with the area when he
was duck hunting in the 1940s.

Rob and his wife, Suzanne (BBA'93),
are co-chairs of the four-day event.

“Rob always had a dream after
the Olympics in ‘92 and this is
where he did a lot of his training,”
Stevenson says. “I knew when he
was riding up and down on these
fields he had something bigger

in mind for this property.”

Rob’s brother Jon (BBA'97), who is
involved in the New York financial
world, is on the organizing
committee along with his wife,
Savannah, a New York lawyer. »
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“They are good advisers,” Bob
Stevenson says. “Rob is the
dreamer and Jon is the one who
asks how things will work.”

Three of Stevenson’s grandchildren
also are at the site: Robbie, CC

and Grace who, at 11, is already an
accomplished rider. The interest and
involvement in horses now spans at
least four generations of the family.

“This has become
a family activity
for all of us.”

Stevenson, a retired businessman
who had a successful career in the
international heavy equipment
brokerage business, is not much
of a rider himself. But he was
quick to jump on a horse and show
enthusiasm for the sport when he
first met Janet in 1959. He likes to
say it’s the longest introduction

he has ever experienced.

Foshay International offers the
largest prize money purse in the
country for young competitors.
Stevenson says one rider won
$11,500 in 2018. “Not surprisingly,
she was back this year.”

There are three main elements
to the competition: dressage,
cross-country and the crowd
pleaser - show jumping.

A number of the jumps are unique,
including several massive pine logs
sourced from the Doaktown NB
area. Some of the logs are left on

the Foshay field year round and are
anchored so they can’t be carried
away by the annual floods. Two
eye-catching wood ducks — the size
of large horses — are set on the floor
of a water jump and will be lifted
out and stored indoors with other
signature jumps until next year.

It’s estimated the competition
brings well over $1 million in
ancillary benefits, especially for
the nearby communities of Jemseg,
Cambridge Narrows and Gagetown.
So, there is enthusiasm for the
Stevenson family dream to see
Foshay continue to expand and
become a destination sports event.

As the 2019 competition ended,
Stevenson says planning already

is well under way for 2020. The
organizers are hoping to increase
the number of qualifying levels

to entice more riders, but it’s a
complicated and closely-monitored
process under FEI rules.

The family
commitment
to the event is
for 20 years.

“We are getting a great deal of
positive feedback,” he says.
“The potential for Foshay
International is unlimited.” &

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one knows exactly how
NO it was first acquired, but

a unique sterling silver
tea service donated to the university
has been in the Tibbits family for at
least four generations. And given
the Tibbits family’s long and historic
connection to UNB and the province,
its return to New Brunswick is cause
for a bit of celebration, if not a full-
fledged formal tea.

It all began with the Honourable
James Tibbits (1804-1890), a successful
operator, manufacturer and shipper of
lumber, initially based in Andover, NB,
and later near Levis, QC. According

to the Graves Papers in the Provincial
Archives of New Brunswick, he “was
one of the earliest lumber operators on
the upper St. John River.”

James Tibbits was also elected to the
Provincial Parliament (as it was then
known), representing Carleton, and
later Victoria, counties, but it was most
likely his business, which involved
shipping lumber to England, that
brought the tea service into the family.
Dating from the early years of Queen
Victoria’s reign in the 1830s, the four

sterling silver pieces that comprise

the original set are engraved with an
intricate Chinese motif characteristic
of that period, and the initials of his
wife, ‘AJT. The tea and coffee pots also
have small Chinese figures affixed

to their lids.

The tea service passed to James and
Ann’s son, Richard White Longmuir
Tibbits, when James died in 1890.
And this is where the UNB connection
comes to the fore.

Richard Tibbits was the uncle of Mary
Kingsley Tibbits, the first woman
student admitted to UNB in 1886 after
along and determined battle with the
authorities, beginning in 1885. (The
fact Richard was a member of the
provincial Parliament from 1882 to
1884 was no doubt helpful in

turning the tide.)

What’s more, Richard was the father of
Annie Isabel Tibbits, who followed her
cousin Mary to UNB, graduating with a
bachelor of arts degree in 1896. Annie
was among the founders and served as
the first president of the UNB Alumnae
Society, the organization representing
women graduates, established in 1910.

Annie, who married Harry G. Chestnut
of the Chestnut Canoe family,
remained very active in the alumnae
society, as did her daughter, Maggie
Jean Chestnut (BA'27), for whom UNB’s
first women’s residence, now the home
of Renaissance College, located on
Charlotte Street, is named.

Annie inherited the tea service upon
her father’s death in 1924, adding a hot
water pot, waste bowl and large tray
engraved with the initial C. Upon her
death in 1962, the tea service passed
to her great niece, Joann Lamb of New
York, who spent many summers at her
great aunt Annie’s cottage on Grand
Lake, NB. It was Lamb who decided
with her sister this spring that the tea
service belonged at UNB.

The tea service will reside at
Renaissance College in a display case
outside the office of Acting Dean
Paul Howe, who is pleased to have
such a historic artifact come home.

It will have a place of honour at
special occasions such as the annual
Dean’s List Tea and next year’s 20th
anniversary celebration of
Renaissance College. &

for Lestock 7, the finale in a series
of memorial fundraisers that has
spanned 13 years.

Lestock was launched to
commemorate the life of UNB student
and environmentalist Leslie Bruce
(BEd'07, d.2006) through the creation
of the Leslie E. Bruce Environmental
Scholarship Fund. What started off
as a single fundraising event has
turned into one of the largest
summer gatherings on the lower

St. John River.

Bruce’s father, Michael H. Bruce, says
“it’s been quite a remarkable ride.”

“Leslie was passionate about the
environment from a very young age,”
Bruce says. “That was her legacy, so

I wanted to set up this scholarship to
help students like her.”

“Our first event was a golf
tournament,” he says. “We had
maybe 250 people come and raised
$14,000. The past three events have
all been in the range of 700 people,
and Lestock 7 raised more

than $100,000.”

That generosity has enabled
UNB to grow the Leslie E. Bruce

from one award of $5,000 to two
scholarships worth $10,000. It is
awarded to students who show
promise of becoming leaders in

the environmental field and who
are pursuing studies abroad. Since
2007, 14 students have received this
prestigious award.

Bruce credits Lestock’s success to
his wife, Anne and son, Andrew,
Steve and Coleen Carson, and

Brad Mitchell, who make up the
organizing committee, as well as
nearly 60 volunteers. It was Carson
and Mitchell who convinced the
family to make Lestock a bi-annual
event. UNB President Emeritus
John McLaughlin helped set up

the scholarship fund, while Past-
President Eddy Campbell attended
every Lestock during his tenure, a
tradition continued by President Paul
Mazerolle, who made Lestock 7 one
of his first official public events.

Carson says hearing the scholarship
recipients speak about their travels
and environmental research has been
a key part of the Lestock experience.

“The core of Lestock has been people
who are inspired by Leslie’s vision
and motivated by her passion,”

Carson says. “When the students
speak, it really connects with
everyone, in terms of what the
scholarship is for and how Leslie’s
memory and values live on.”

At Lestock 7, organizers used a world
map to illustrate the many countries
where UNB students have engaged
in environmental work, thanks to
the Bruce family’s initiative. The list
includes Jamaica, Mexico, Thailand,
Cuba, Australia, Tonga, southern
Africa, India, Bhutan and Ecuador.

For all those students who will
benefit in the future, the Lestock
finale is just the beginning.

“Lestock will continue to have such a
big impact,” Carson says. “I’'m proud
that through the support of so many
people over the years, the scholarship
will be able to sustain itself

going forward.”

Bruce agrees. “Thanks to everyone
who has supported us, Leslie’s
name will be forever etched in
environmental studies at UNB,
and students like her will continue
to benefit. That’s the legacy

hen Bob Pickett (BScEng '61, MScEng '63)
and his wife Barbara decided to deepen their
generous commitment to UNB, they knew

they wanted to do so in memory of their son, Ben.

Ben Pickett (1964-1980) is remembered lovingly as a
young person who adored the outdoors. As a child, he

spent his time building go-karts and tree houses, fishing,

and farming (he had a particular affinity for growing
large pumpkins). His parents expected Ben would go
into the field of agriculture, but sadly his life was cut
short at the age of 16 in a farm-related accident.

Ben is also remembered as someone who would
willingly help others in his community. The Ben Pickett
Memorial Bursary carries on Ben’s spirit of generosity.
The bursary is awarded annually, on the basis of
financial need, to a student from Atlantic Canada, in
either the bachelor of science or bachelor of science

in engineering program. The inaugural Ben Pickett
Memorial Bursary was awarded this September.

Ben’s bursary is in addition to a significant commitment
already made to the university through the Picketts’
leadership investment in the UNB Institute of
Biomedical Engineering’s Centre for Adaptive
Rehabilitation Engineering. This new research facility

will allow UNB researchers to take neurological
rehabilitation to the next level, helping to better
understand how the human brain repairs itself and
adapts in order to restore function to the body following
traumatic injury or disease. Construction of the facility
is expected to be completed this winter, with the official

What started as a simple conversation about biology mid-
terms has turned into a defining conference for women in
science, technology, engineering and mathematics at the
University of New Brunswick.

Jill Lamb (BSc '19), who chaired the J.D. Irving, Limited,
2019 Girls STEM Up Conference, believes the event
sparked an important discussion on gender inequity in
the STEM fields and will be an important stepping stone
for female students who are focused on entering sectors
traditionally dominated by men.

“It is a conversation that needs to keep happening,” Jill said
of the conference.

Jill and eight dedicated students organized the event in just
over three months, attracting a sold-out audience of 250,
that ranged from high school students to industry leaders.

“We had such a great roster of speakers who were so
incredible, so motivating for this young demographic of
women trying to build their careers in these sectors,” Jill
explained. "You need reassurance from others in order to
find what you are passionate about and stick with it.”

The concept for the conference arose following a chat that
Jill had with a group of first-year science students who
thought that the only path after a bachelor of science was a
career in medicine - a highly competitive field where only a
few of the best are accepted.

principal fluctuates from year to year. In any year

in which investment returns exceed the return

required to support the level of endowment spending permitted under the spending policy, the excess return is allocated to
a timing reserve. The timing reserve is utilized to support spending in those years when actual returns are less than the long-
term target. In this way, the University is able to maintain stable spending rates despite year to year fluctuations in actual
returns within normal market cycles.

The Long-term Investment Fund for the Trust & Endowment accounts had a positive return of 8.74% for the year ended April
30, 2019, a period in which the policy benchmark return was 8.18%. This followed returns of 2.97% for the year ended April
30,2018 and 16.04% for the year ended April 30, 2017.

2018-2019 was a period of good performance across most capital markets, albeit with much volatility within the period.
Global equities, as measured by the MSCI World Index, returned 11.35% in Canadian dollars. Canadian equities, as
measured by the S&P/TSX Composite Index, returned 9.60%. Canadian Bonds, as measured by the FTSE TMX Canada
Universe Bond Index, returned 6.07%.

The Fund's external investment managers seek to add value to these benchmark index returns through active management
of the portfolio. In 2018-19, UNB's fixed income manager’s return essentially mirrored the benchmark. Within the equity
sector, results were mixed. The Canadian manager and one of three global managers were successful in adding value

to their respective benchmarks while the remaining two
global managers and the Total Equity manager trailed their
benchmarks (although with positive returns). Within the Fund'’s

The Fund's assets are managed by external professional
investment management firms. In addition, the Investments
Committee uses the services of an external custodian and
performance measurement firm. In 2018-19, the Investments
Committee completed a comprehensive review of investment
management and other investment related fees, comparing Donations and Other
costs to those of other Canadian university endowment funds. Additions to Capital

The results of the review indicated that total investment
related fees (which include investment manager, custodian,
performance measurement and investment consultant fees)
are equal to the average fees and slightly below the median
fees paid by other Canadian university endowment funds of a
similar size.

After completing her
doctoral studies in
Demography at the Hebrew
University of Jerusalem
(Israel), Dr. Anat Ziv knew
she wanted to make her
primary research focus the health status of the working age
population. Thanks to the Purdy Crawford Fellowship in Health
Policy, she was able to do that by coming to the University of
New Brunswick.

Purdy Crawford Fellowship
in Health Policy

Drawing in part on data from national health surveys, Dr.

Ziv is illuminating the main obstacles to health care access

and identifying population groups with the highest unmet
health-care needs. Her research is helping provide a fuller
understanding of the challenges faced by older Canadians living
with chronic conditions, and how these challenges, which can
lead to delays in seeking or obtaining preventive services or
medical treatment, often result in a greater risk of complications
from their illnesses.

Dr. Ziv is also addressing questions of how unmet needs for
primary and community-based care may relate to the use of
more expensive hospital services down the line. Her work
indicates that hospital admissions for many chronic medical
conditions such as diabetes, lung disease and heart disease can
often be delayed or prevented entirely through improved access
to quality primary care. Making innovative use of new linked
data resources available through Statistics Canada’s Social Data
Linkage Environment, Dr. Ziv is investigating these complex and
increasingly crucial issues to better identify the specific factors
that influence health trends over time.

Funding from the Purdy Crawford Fellowship in Health Policy
is allowing Dr. Ziv to focus on this research and help us better
understand patterns in health services
utilization and access to care, as well
as how this knowledge can be used to
improve patient outcomes related to
chronic disease prevention

and management.

They fostered four boys
from the New Brunswick Protestant Orphanage who attest
to their kindness, as the couple continued to support them
through their education and careers.

This kindness had a broad reach. The couple gave
generously to charitable causes during their lifetimes, and
left significant bequests in support of healthcare, social
services, and education - including a $65,000 bequest
supporting the Alan B. and Joyce E. McLean Scholarship at
the University of New Brunswick. The McLeans’ scholarship,
with matched funding from the New Brunswick University
Opportunities Fund, is awarded annually to students on
UNB'’s Saint John campus who demonstrate scholastic
achievement and financial need.

Despite not having attended university themselves,

the McLeans felt strongly about higher education. "We
wanted to help young people in the province, to help
local students,” Joyce told UNB in 2008, adding, “Alan was
always a great champion for the young.” By investing in
students through a bequest to UNB, these champions of
young people live on.
